Adirondacks Winter Backpack/Camp/Snowshoe
What: A fantastic winter backpacking/snowshoe trip.  The conditions should be excellent.  An early start Saturday (6:30am) to the Adirondack Loj. ITINERARY:

Noon – Arrive at Adirondack Loj Trailhead.  Opportunity to do final layering hit the trail.
Sunday, January 20
There are three possible side treks from this camp.  Final destination will be decided based on trail conditions.  Option one is to continue up through the pass to observe Whiteface Mountain from below, second is to Wallface Pond or finally towards Lake Colden.
Monday, January 21
Breakfast, break camp and head to cars.  We will stop for a warm meal on the return trip. We should arrive in Guilford ~5:00 PM.
FOOD:

Each scout must provide their own lunch for Saturday and Sunday as well as snacks.  We will plan Saturday and Sunday dinner as well as Sunday and Monday breakfast.
GEAR:

Class A shirt must be worn while traveling in the car. Scouts should be using the “Winter Clothing List”.  Anticipate hiking in pack boots (winter snow boots with removable linings) and snow shoes.  Be sure to bring “10 ESSENTIALS”.  Remember NO COTTON CLOTHING.  Layering is critical – see “Layering 101” on the troop website.  Items to go in daypack: extra clothes, water, lunch, space blanket, and 10 essentials kit.
