10 Essentials


Lunch for Saturday and snacks

2 quarts of water


For trail work: Work Gloves (tools will be provided), clothing for outdoor work, you will probably get muddy so bring a change.
Clothing - April weather can change quickly and be wet.  Every scout needs rain gear.  Attention should be paid to layering (see layering 101 on the troop web site).  NO COTTON – do not be lulled into thinking that you can run around in shorts and cotton t-shirts – let’s hope to get lucky but plan for it to be wet.  Plan to get wet and muddy.  Make sure you have a dry change of clothing.
Food – Donuts will be provided in the morning.  If donuts are not enough to carry you through a morning of work eat before or bring extra food.  Each individual is responsible for Saturday lunch and trail mix/gorp.  Patrols will be responsible for Saturday night dinner and Sunday breakfast – since we are working on advancement think of a hot breakfast. 
H2O – Start with a minimum of two liters.
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
